The Board has assigned a committee to begin working on developing an ACGHS Instruction manual which would contain pictures of “cool” erector models that were created by ACHGS members. The committee consists of Bruce Hansen, Larry Worley, Dave Ware, Charlie Pack, and Doug Truckenmiller. To qualify, these models would not have been illustrated previously in any of the original AC Gilbert erector manuals from 1913-1962. The committee has met and has submitted some new relaxed standards and practices for the ACGHS manual and its contents.

(e) Model Requirements

            Models must be original. Modified models of original AC GILBERT models not preferred unless 75% different or greatly improved.
            Models must be Type 1, Type 2, or Type 3 (parts not later than 1976) and up to 10% non AC Gilbert parts are acceptable. Non standard parts are encouraged to be readily available or created by simple hand tools such as an electric drill.
            Models can be a combination of above Types

(f) Model categories
Junior members, ages 5-15

Member models          
(g) Model submission requirements.

            A minimum of three pictures of the model (from different angles) should be submitted to Bruce Hanson.

            A plain white background for the photo is required.

            The member name, date of submission, name of model should all be included
(h) Model acceptance

            Final acceptance of submissions be will decided by ACGHS manual committee

(I)Intentions are to publish a hard copy of the Manual in addition to making them available on web site and DVD’s.
